II. Clergy Comments: Howard Robert’s complete report is included in the Executive Board Packet 
dated January 26, 2010. Howard reviewed current staff concerns and needs and reviewed 
congregational services and activities.

A. Minutes from the December 15, 2009 Executive Board meeting  

 
An amendment to the December 15, 2009 minutes was made to include discussion about the 
proposed 2010 Budget in which Christmas and Easter Offerings would continue to be treated 
as special offerings rather than being included in non-pledged income as was proposed in the 
2010 Budget. 
 
A motion was made, seconded, and passed by those present and voting to approve the 
Minutes as amended. 

 
B. Reports from Ministers, Boards, and Others 
 

A motion was made, seconded, and passed by those present and voting to approve the 
reports of Ministers, Boards and Others as presented. 

 
IV. Committee Reports: 

 
A. Planning Committee: Vice-Moderator, Lloyd Bettis presented for final review and vote the Glenview 

Community Church Groundrules and Behavioral Covenant dated 16 December 2009. 
 
A motion was made, seconded, and passed by those present and voting to approve the 
document as part of Glenview Community Church’s policies and procedures. 
 

IV. Treasurer’s Report: Rob Hevey, Church Treasurer, reported that for the fiscal year ending 
December 31, 2009, revenues were ahead of budget by $71.6 thousand. Relative to the 2009 
Budget, pledge contributions were on target; prior year contributions were ahead of budget due in 
large measure to receipt of a single $30 thousand prior year pledge; pledge overage contributions 
were favorable to the 2009 budget by nearly $29 thousand.  Overall, total expenses were 
unfavorable to the budget by $40 thousand, including the payment of a $26 thousand loan against 
the Capital Reserve Fund taken in 2008 to cover a year-end deficit. The net result is a small surplus 
for 2009 of $473 in the General Fund.

Resource Development Committee (RDC): The RDC reviewed their activities to date including: 
Pancake Breakfast march 21 and Rummage Sale June 19 and 20. 
 
Application has been made for hosting an American Girl Fashion Show fund raiser on the desired 
dates of October 15-17 or October 22-24. Discussion was held, with key comments summarized 
below: 
 

Positive Elements Concerns and Questions  
• Marketing tool for GCC 
• Primary focus: girls 6-12 years 

and their mothers 

• How will upfront costs be covered? 
(Answer: from income from other RDC 
events) 

 
• Mission focus benefitting children

Following discussion, a motion was made and seconded to allow the Resource Development 
Committee to move forward on the American Girl Fashion Show project if Glenview Community 
Church is approved by the American girl Organization.  By voice vote the motion passed with 
three no votes and three abstentions among those present and voting.  
 

B. Finance Board: Proposed 2010 Budget – Steve Morgan Finance Board Chair, presented the 
revised proposed 2010 Budget which has a projected modest surplus $2,008.  Summary of key 
changes, as compared to the 2009 Budget, include: 

• Updates to pledge and non-pledge contributions based upon results of the 2010 
Stewardship campaign.  

• Restoration of normal annual revenue contributions for Women’s Association and Nursery 
School, and inclusion of Music expenses.   

• Stewardship Resource Development Committee special events revenue and associated 
expenses to plan/communicate these events, with net revenue used to accelerate 2009 
Capital Reserve Fund (CRF)  

• Reduction in Pastoral Expenses due to elimination of Minister for Mission and Ministry 
position 

• Reduction in Membership Board expenses due to elimination of the Director of Membership 
position. 

• Music Board increase for piano and organ maintenance. 
• Restoration of Properties Board budget for required maintenance including gas main 

replacement and audio system changes required due to FCC airwave auction.  
• Proposed salary increases as recommended by PMRC. 
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• Restoration of Capital Reserve Fund but at a lower than expected level 
 
A motion was made and seconded to approve the proposed budget presented by the Finance Board. 
(A copy of the budget is attached.) By voice vote, the motion passed unanimously by all those 
present and voting. 

 
V. Selected Pending Matters 

A. Revised Room Request Form:  Room request forms now include a statement outlining the 
operating costs at $100 per hour for most events and ask GCC groups if there is a willingness to 
make a voluntary donation to cover building costs.  

 
B. Special Offerings at Easter and Christmas: As discussed earlier, there will be no change to the 

current policy regarding collection and disbursement of special Easter and Christmas offerings.  
Funds placed in special envelopes or so designated will go to the organization chosen for the 
specific special collection. Loose offering will continue to go to GCC as is the policy.  Requests 
for other special offering collections such as Friends of Music must be brought to the Executive 
Board for approval. 

 
C. Lent Programming: A soup and Lenten devotional program will be offered on each of five 

Wednesdays during lent beginning February 24 through March 24. The meal will be served at 
6:15 pm and the service will begin at 7:00 pm.  A free-will offering will be collected.

MINUTES OF THE MID-WINTER MEETING 
THE GLENVIEW COMMUNITY CHURCH, UNITED CHURCH OF CHRIST 

 
February 14, 2010 

 
I. Having determined that a quorum was present, the meeting was called to order at 9:40 am 

by Moderator Constance Filling. 
 

II. The opening prayer was given by Rev. Dr. Howard Roberts.   
 

III. The Minutes of the Glenview Community Church Annual Meeting of May 26, 2009 and the 
Special Congregational Meeting of September 27, 2009 were approved as presented.   

 
IV. The report of the Church Clerk was given by Beryl Bills.  As of December 31, 2009 total 

Church membership is recorded at 1,535 members, a net decrease of 297 members from 
the prior year due in large measure to the removal of members because of a lack of 
participation or contribution.  Of the 1,535 members, 1,255 are designated active full-time 
members.  A motion to accept the report as received was made and approved unanimously 
by those present and voting. 

 
V. The report of the Church Treasurer for the year 2009 was given by Rob Hevey.  In 

summary, total revenues at $1.197 million compared favorably to a budget of $1.126 
million.  Expenses tracked well to budget in all departments, at $1.197 million actual versus 
$1.156 million budgeted. For the year, revenues exceeded expenses by $473. A motion to 
accept the report as presented was made and approved unanimously by those present and 
voting. 

 
VI. The report of the Leadership Committee was given by Lloyd Bettis, Chair, who nominated 

Beryl Bills for Church Clerk and Rob Hevey for Church Treasurer, each for a term of one 
year.  A motion to approve the nominations as submitted was made and approved 
unanimously by those present and voting. 

 
VII. The report of the Stewardship Board was presented by Sally Thuresson, Chair.  Through 

January 31, 2010, 475 pledges totaling $963,743 for 2009 have been received, with an 
average pledge of $2,129.  In addition, Sally commented on the generosity of GCC 
members through the years and directed GCC members to review enclosed materials 
showing trends since 2000. 

 
Steve Brown remarked on the purpose, mission and proposed activities of the newly 
formed Resource Development Committee (RDC), an ad hoc committee of the Stewardship 
Board.  Net income of $13,000 is anticipated from proposed RDC activities in 2010. 

 
VIII. The Glenview Community Church Budget for the year 2010 was presented by Steve 

Morgan, Finance Board Chair.  A copy of the proposed budget previously approved by the 
Finance Board was made available both prior to the meeting and at the meeting. As 
presented, the 2010 Budget is a balanced budget with total revenues of $1,150,615 
exceeding total expenses of $1,148,606 by slightly over $2,000.  Included for the first time 
is a $15,000 revenue line item for the anticipated Resource Development Committee 
activities to be offset by $2,000 of related expenses and a $13,000 credit to the Capital 
Reserve Fund. A motion to adopt the 2010 Budget as proposed was moved, seconded and 
passed unanimously by those present and voting.  

 
IX. A motion for adjournment was made, seconded and passed unanimously by those present

o This Sunday, February 14th, a ragtime band will provide music for both 
services and the sermon will explore jazzing up our relationships. 

o The next new members class will be this Sunday, February 14th and 10-12 
new members are expected.  Pasta Luigi will follow in the evening.  The 
new members will be presented to the congregation on February 21st. 

o  Steve Lindell will email a copy of the assignment sheet to all the S & S 
board members in case any of us need it in the future. 

• Executive Report from Carolyn Brown –  
o Budget discussion.  Budget came in under budget for 2009 by $500. 

December and January pledges slow to come in and 40 regular pledges 
have chosen not to pledge for 2010.  Stewardship still following up via 
phone.  EB approved some RDC events for the coming year, including 
casino night, pancake breakfast and an American Girl fashion show event.
